Martene Mackie

· The DRC’s have changed their name to the Treatment and Resource Center.

· There are four Center’s, (1) Ogden, (1) Provo and (2) in Salt Lake with one of them being a women’s facility (Orange Street). 

· The services at the Center’s are out-patient programs with various classes being offered. 

· James Evans asked Martene if the classes at the Center’s have to be court ordered.  Martene stated that parolees can walk in and sign up.

· Roy Droddy asked if the parolee is to violate their probation or parole is it going to be reported.  Martene stated that there is a limited confidentiality degree.

· The Moral Reconation Therapy (MRT) classes are not therapy classes.  The staff has to be nationally trained through MRT.

· MRT workbook can be purchased for $32.00.

· James Evans suggested it might be a good idea to start this inside the prison as well.

Craig Burr thanked Martene for her time and introduced Doug Fawson.


Doug Fawson
· Doug handed out the PREA (Prison Rape Elimination Act) presentation. Doug discussed the presentation for the group.

· PREA is only offered to the victims of violent offenses.

· The victim has to request it.

· PREA uses only mediators from the court that are trained in offender dialog.

· The meetings are confidential and there is no media contact. 

· Roy Doddy asked what the success rate was.  Doug stated that he has been part of 15-16 cases and all the feedback was positive.
